Temporary Additional Support. We'll work with you to make sure you're getting paid the right
amount and resolve any under or over payments.
They'll also tell us if they're managing other types of child support for you, even if it can't be
included in your application. We'll only use this information to help answer questions you
might have.
We'll ask for your consent each time you re-apply for Temporary Additional Support.
